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REGULATIONS FOR PARTICIPANTS' REGISTRATION
§1 General provisions
1. The International Conference "Acceptance, Participation, Social Solidarity - interdisciplinary - challenges in creating a society for all", hereinafter referred to as the Conference, takes place in the time and place designated by Maria Grzegorzewska Academy of Special Education, hereinafter referred to as the Organizer. 
2. The Organizer of the Conference is Maria Grzegorzewska Academy of Special Education, with the seat in Warsaw (Szczęśliwicka Street 40, 02-353 Warsaw). 
3. The provisions of these Regulations are an integral part of the Conference Participation Application and are binding on all Participants. 
4. The participants of the Conference are representatives of academic circles, practitioners, organizations professionally related to the subject matter of the Conference. 
5. The Conference will have a hybrid format of scientific plenary sessions, proceedings in sections - (research communications and practice reports), poster sessions (presentations of research results, programs, materials, methods, sessions).

§2 Participation in the Conference
1. The conditions of participation in the Conference are: 
1) Application for participation in the Conference by completing the registration form available on the Conference website. Within 2 working days of registration, the applicant will receive an electronic confirmation with information about the correctness of the registration and a request for payment of the conference fee.
2) Payment of the fee in the amount and on the date specified by the Organizer. 
2. The fee for participation in the Conference should be sent according to the information to the account indicated by the Organizer. Information about the fees can be found on the Conference website.
3. The organizer will issue a VAT invoice after the payment has been made.
4. A speaker who gives a presentation on a given topic is a person who participates in the indicated forms of the Conference with his/her own presentation, reported his/her participation through the Conference website and made the appropriate payment for the participation in the Conference.
5. A listener is a person who participates in the indicated forms of the conference without his/her own presentation and, within the time specified by the Organizer, reports his/her participation via the conference service and makes the appropriate payment for the participation in the conference.
6. Each Participant will receive a certificate of participation in the Conference. 
7. Participants cover the cost of participation in the Conference, stay and travel on their own.
8. The deadline for application for participation in the Conference is the date specified by the Organizer on the Conference website. 
§Resignation from participation in the Conference
1. A participant may resign from participation in the Conference. Resignation from participation in the Conference should be made in writing and sent by e-mail to the Organizers,
2. In case of resignation of a Participant from participation in the Conference: 
1) if the Organizer receives a statement of resignation from the Participant by the 30th day before the commencement of the Conference, the Organizer shall refund the Participant the paid amount, retaining the deposit of 25% of the total fee, provided that the payment for the participation has been received in advance; 
2) if the Organizer receives a statement of resignation from the Participant between 29th and 15th day before the beginning of the Conference, the Organizer has the right to retain the compensation of 50% of the total fee, provided that the payment for the participation has been received;
3) If the Organizer receives a statement of resignation from the Participant on the 14th day before the beginning of the Conference or later, the Organizer has the right to retain the entire payment received. 
§4 Fees
1. Fees for attending the Conference are posted on the Conference website. 
2. The payer (addressee of the invoice) is the entity ordering individual services related to participation in the Conference. 
3. Lack of payment for participation in the Conference within the period specified by the Organizer on the Conference website entitles the Organizer to cancel the registration of participation, which does not give rise to any obligations to the applicant.
§5 Complaints
1. Any complaints of the Conference Participants against the Organizer should be submitted in writing by registered letter with acknowledgment of receipt to the address of the Organizer. 
2. Complaints of the Conference Participants may be filed no later than within 3 days after the end of the Conference in writing.
3. No complaints will be considered after the deadline specified above. 
§6 Information on data processing
1. The administrator of the personal data processed in connection with the organization of the conference is Maria Grzegorzewska Academy of Special Education, with its registered seat in Warsaw, ul. Szczęśliwicka 40, 02-353.
2. The administrator has appointed a data protection officer, whom you may contact in all matters related to the processing of your personal data via e-mail at: odo@aps.edu.pl. 
3. Your personal data is processed in order to organise your participation in the conference, verify attendance, settle the conference fee (in the case of paid conferences), print identifiers, certificates of participation and certificates.
4. Your personal data may also be processed in order to assert claims and send you information about conferences and trainings organised by the Administrator. These purposes result from the legally justified interests of the Administrator.
5. Providing data in the scope of name, surname and e-mail address is necessary to ensure your participation in the conference. The consequence of failing to provide this data will be inability to participate in the conference.
6. Providing data required to issue VAT invoices is a legal requirement for proper issuance of invoices. The consequence of failing to provide this data is the inability to issue VAT invoices.
7. Other data can be provided on a voluntary basis and withdrawn at any time without negative consequences.
8. You have the right to demand access to your data, their rectification, erasure or restriction of processing.
9. Your personal data will be deleted within one week after the end of the conference.
10. In the event of a claim, your personal data will be processed no longer than the period of limitation of these claims.
11. If you agree to receive by e-mail information about other conferences organised by us, your data in the scope of name, surname and e-mail address will be processed until the withdrawal of this consent or until the expiry of the period for which this consent was given.
12. Your personal data will not be passed on to other data recipients. You have the right to lodge a complaint to the supervisory authority, which is the President of the Office for Personal Data Protection. §7 Final provisions
1. Should the Conference not take place for reasons attributable solely to the Organiser, the Organiser shall immediately refund the amounts paid by the Participants to the bank accounts indicated by them. 
2. In the event that the Conference does not take place due to reasons beyond the control of the Organizer, the so-called "force majeure", the Participant shall not be entitled to compensation or reimbursement of any fees related to participation in the Conference, as well as the cost of additional services ordered by the participants of the Conference. 
3. Any disputes that may arise from participation in the Conference will be settled by the court having jurisdiction over the registered office of the Organizer. 
4. Sending a registration application posted on the Conference website means acceptance of the provisions of these Regulations, as well as adherence to the regulations and any other arrangements made between the Participant and the Organizer. 
5. In matters not regulated by these Regulations the provisions of the Civil Code shall apply. 
6. The Organizer is not responsible for Participants' belongings which may be lost or stolen during the Conference. 
7. Participants bear full financial responsibility for damage caused by them both on the premises where any activities related to the Conference are carried out. 
8. These Regulations shall enter into force on the date of their posting on the Conference website. 
9. The Organiser has the right to change the provisions of these Regulations. 
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
